The song 
became the bands biggest hit for a number of years and 
recently became the 2nd most downloaded newsboys song.  
Paul performed 284 shows in 17 different countries with the 
band and departed in Dec 2008 on excellent terms.

 12 WEEKS TO A BETTER YOU – WHAT A BUNCH OF LOSERS! 

The 20 members of the “12 Weeks to a Better You!” group could be called guinea pigs because they were the first people to 

go through the program led by Celinda Crandall and Michelle Pugh, but they would probably prefer being called losers. With 

186 pounds and at least 36 inches lost, who can blame them?! 

Besides losing the equivalent of one person, this group of men and women gained knowledge in many areas: health, 

nutrition, exercise, meal planning, motivation, teamwork and more. The participants now have the tools to honour God 

with their bodies, to motivate themselves for change, to manage their eating and exercise habits, and to build a circle of 

support. 

The group is not holding regular meetings during July and August, but they are planning Wednesday night walks to stay 

active. They also encourage each other to stay on track through email and a Facebook group. Feel free to check out some of 

the “12 Weeks” resources and recipes on the church website (www.burttscornerchurchofchrist.ca) under the Ministries tab.

In April 2011, I had the privilege of starting the “Twelve Weeks to a Better You!” program with my sister-in-law, Carolyn, 

and her daughter, Beth. The team leaders were Celinda Crandall and Michelle Pugh, both teachers as I’m sure most of you 

know. Since I already belong to the “Y” and exercise is part of my daily routine, and I already know about eating smart, I 

truly felt there was little I could learn from these girls. Was I wrong? Yes, indeed. 

The first meeting we were given a duo tang folder to house all the info we would be given in the following twelve weeks. 

First there was the commitment sheet, committing to eat “clean” and exercising “smart” daily, drinking lots of water, 

enjoying my life to the fullest, getting adequate sleep daily, getting encouragement from my team, getting back on track 

when necessary, and lastly, but certainly not least, “spending time with God daily”. Could I commit to all these things? 

Would I fail? Who would know if I failed (besides God and me)?  

These were a few of the things that ran through my mind on that first night. I decided if others could do it, so could I, so it 

was full steam ahead after that. Did I fail? Sure did! Did I get back on track? Sure did! Did I lose a few pounds? Sure did! 

Would I recommend it to someone? Sure would! 

Celinda and Michelle were professional in their leadership, encouraging us through phone calls and e-mails, providing meal 

planners, recipes, and general info to help each of us achieve our goals, never once making us feel inferior when we failed. 

The scales were there for our use if we chose to jump on--no pressure! There was lots of positive support for goal setting 

and goal achieving through small steps.  

Each week our session began with a devotion centered around one chapter of Bod4God, giving us several Bible references 

for support. Through the series, we learned how to honour God with our bodies, motivate ourselves for change, exercise, 

and build a good support system. 

Thank you, girls and fellow classmates, for allowing me to join in this inspiring group of men and women who truly desire to 

not only improve their eating and exercise habits, but also to walk closer with God.
